Are journalists today helping
criminals become celebrities?
Are they creating crime as a

commodity for consumption?

These are the questions asked
in Lee Blessing’s Down the
Road, the Players’ 2005 entry
to the Colorado Theatre
Festival in Ft. Morgan next
month.

Down the Road turns the
spotlight on the public's
fascination with crime and the
criminal -- and the writers who
attempt to satisfy this hunger.

On one side of the stage is the
imprisoned young serial killer,
William Reach (Bruce
Montgomery); on the other, in
their motel room, are the
married journalist team of Iris
(Gail Montgomery) and Dan
(Len Matheo).

When Reach begins haunting
the space of the motel room —
and the minds of the two
writers — the journalists start
to question the ethics of their
enterprise. And the audience
becomes fascinated with the
killer.

“I have wanted to present
Down the Road for along
time,” says director Scott Ogle.
“It’s edgy, it challenges, it
pushes the envelope. It has no
real answers. It makes the
audience talk.”

“I think the audience will
certainly feel the emotion —
and certainly the creepiness,”
says Gail Montgomery, a
familiar face with the

Evergreen Chorale. “It is such an
intense and challenging production that
tells of the complexities found in all of
us, how worlds become messy, how
barriers are removed. This is one not to
be missed.”

You can preview the Players’ state
competition entry June 3 and June 4 at
7:30 pm, just 20 minutes “down the
road”— at the Buntport Theater, 717
Lipan Street, Denver (2 blocks west of
7th and Santa Fe).

“We’re really hoping to see our
Evergreen audience at the Buntport,”
says Ogle. “It’s a fantastic venue. We
only wish scheduling would have
permitted us to showcase it at
Center/Stage as well.”
